PARKS AND RECREATIONAL AREA RULES

All persons using the Cortlandville Parks and Recreational areas are subject to Town Law #1, of 1981 and are requested to obey the following rules. The person or persons using these parks and recreational areas are responsible to see that the intent of Local Law #1 and these rules are enforced while they are using Cortlandville’s parks and recreational areas. The intent of these rules is not to place an undue burden on anyone, but to help insure a safe and clean facility for all the citizen’s of Cortlandville.

1.
Hours of operation for public use 8:00 a.m. to 9:30 p.m.

2.
Buildings existing on park and recreational property will be used for only those purposes for which buildings 
are designated.

3.  
Parent or responsible guardian of children is responsible for the actions of children under their care while in 
the park and recreational area.   

4.  
No person shall injure, destroy, damage, or remove trees, shrubs, flowers, plants, tables, fence, buildings, 
equipment, or any other Town property located in any Park and Recreation Areas.
5.  
No selling or soliciting is permitted in the park and recreational areas, except by written permission of the 
Town Board as covered by Town Local Law #1. 

6.  
No camping, disrobing, carrying or discharging of a fire arm, bow, or sling shot is permitted.

7.  
No alcoholic beverages. (Except by special town permit)

8.   
No glass bottles are permitted at any time.

9.  
No smoking allowed on park property.  We try to provide a safe and healthy environment for everyone.
10.   
Dogs, pets, or other animals are not permitted in the parks and recreational areas.

11.   
No motorized vehicles of any kind.
12. 
 The Town is not responsible for the damage of any vehicle in the park properties.

13.  
The flying of model airplanes and the playing of golf is not permitted in the park and recreational areas, 
except during special programs as permitted by scheduled Activities of Recreational Programs.

14.  
Applicants using park and recreational areas are expected to leave the park and recreational areas in a clean 
and orderly condition and to use trash receptacles for waste materials. You will be charged for any clean up costs the Town has to do.

15. 
Do not dump grill ashes on grass areas or in trash receptacles.

16.  
Do not dump or discard ashtrays, papers, food, or other trash on ground or in parking lot.  Use the trash receptacles. 
17.  
Please respect the rights of our fine neighbors around the park and other users of the park.
